ñLook to the Lord and His strength;

The passage says ―always.‖ It 
doesn‘t say to pray only when 
faced with catastrophic, life-altering 
events like cancer, bankruptcy, 
divorce, joblessness, addiction, 
mental illness or death.  It says we 

should look to the Lord ―always‖ as 
in ―all the time‖ and in ―all ways.‖ 
 

The Lord is there all the time, 
waiting to communicate with you 
and me about anything and 
everything in prayer. 
 

At first glance, being a ―man of 
prayer‖ can seem unrealistic. 
Besides, we have several good 
reasons not to be; Iôm too tired, I 
donôt have time, I donôt know how, 
Iôm too embarrassed, God already 
knows what I needðwhy should I 
have to ask Him? 
 

You don‘t have to be a monk 
devoting half the day in prayer to 
―get through‖ to God. He hears a 
prayer like ―Thank you Jesus‖ just 
fine. 
 

In fact in Matthew 6:7 Jesus told 
the disciples ―And when you pray, 
do not keep on babbling like 

pagans, for they think they will be 
heard because of their many 
words.ò   
 
Jesus then gave us an example for 
prayer a couple of verses later 
starting at verse 9: 

 
This, then, is how you should pray: 
 

ñOur Father in heaven, 
hallowed be your name, 

your kingdom come, 
your will be done 
on earth as it is in 

heaven. 
Give us today our 

daily bread. 
Forgive us our debts, 

as we also have 
forgiven our debtors. 
And lead us not into 

temptation, 
but deliver us from the 
evil one.ò    
  

The Lord‘s Prayer, 
considered to be the 
―perfect prayer‖, is 
roughly 30 seconds 
long. Your life might be 
busy, but you have 30 
seconds. While you‘re 
driving, showering, 

walking, waiting on hold, falling 
asleep, cooking dinner or mowing 
the lawn (yes, He can hear you over 
the mower) are all great times to go 
to God in prayer. 

 
Are you self-conscious when you 
pray aloud, unsure of what words to 
use? Me too, especially in groups of 
people I don‘t know that well. What 
helps is that I think about the fact 
that I‘m talking to God, not trying to 
impress those I‘m with. It‘s between 
me and Him. 
  
Just relax and be yourself. He‘s 
heard it all before. He wants to talk 
to you, and He wants you to talk to 
Him about everything. You‘ll be so 
glad you spent the time with Him.
