Help with my hands (Young Family FoundationÕs Hope House)

Build, remodel, Þx stuff:  Help us ready the YoungsÕ newly-purchased home for at-risk youth in the Lents 
district of Portland.  SpeciÞc needs to be determined and shared, but we need your handiwork!

Ongoing house maintenance:  Every home requires ongoing maintenance to keep it livable.  Volunteer to visit 
once per month and support the handyman jobs around the home Ð or be on call for those once-in-awhile 
emergencies!

Interior and/or exterior painting:  We want the home to be a place that is warm and welcoming Ð fresh paint 
will make all the difference.  Volunteer to be on the crews who are doing either interior or external painting!

Landscape:  Every home requires ongoing landscape maintenance.  Volunteer to be on the team who visits 
once or more per month to spruce up the lawn and landscape!

Tutor: There are 3,335 students in Portland high schools currently at-risk of dropping out.  Give your time 
and help combat the 43% dropout rate!

Mentor: 40% of the students enrolling at Warner PaciÞc College are Þrst-generation college students. They 
enroll not knowing what college life is all about. Help us match each student with an adult mentor!

Teach a skill: Success comes with opportunity. Many young people in the city donÕt have fathers or mothers 
to teach them important skills. What is your skill? Share it with a young person.

Help when I can (Seasons of Service - stay tuned for more updates each quarter)

High school clean-up (March): Many of the urban high schools are underfunded and could greatly beneÞt 
from having teams of people help paint, Þx, and clean up their grounds. Join a clean up crew!

Spring cleaning non-proÞt help (April): Starting with the Young Family Foundation ÒHope House,Ó there is a 
need for spring cleaning help for non-proÞts serving the city. Join a cleaning crew!

Sponsor and/or play in the Urban Golf Classic (May): Join our 10th annual Urban Golf Classic at Stone Creek 
Golf Club on May 17th. Help us reach our goal of raising $75K to send kids to camp, students to school, 
and to help get kids off the streets!

Help with my resources

Bus money for a month for one kid ($86): This last year, the City committed to buying bus passes for all high 
school students. Some are no longer in high school and cannot Þnancially sustain themselves. WeÕd like to 
motivate young people to Òget outÓ and look for a jobÉa bus pass is a great motivator.

Donate used laptop for Act Six scholar: Every year, PLF awards 20 full ride scholarships to the best leaders in 
the city of Portland. 10 of these students attend Warner PaciÞc College but do not have access to a laptop. 
Donate a used laptop to Þll this major need and help us strengthen and develop leadership for the city!

Scholar training dinner: Every Monday night, Portland Leadership Foundation facilitates Act Six training at 
Warner PaciÞc College. If you are interested in funding or providing dinner for two, you are needed!
